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What is U-Factor?

The tested U-Factor is the measurement of heat (energy) transfer from warmer side to colder side of the garage
door (in our case). Heat transfer is not desired because it means the loss of energy from conditioned spaces.
A lower U-Factor indicates less heat transfer and better thermal performance.
